Call for proposals 2010 - 2011
The Fondation RITC launches its Call for proposals 2010 – 2011 in order to support two types of projects: 
- One focused on cancer stem cells or tumor microenvironment, as last year these topics were shown to provide a real pool of promising programs.
- One open to all the fields in cancer research, in order to identify new competitive topics.
The objective of this Call is to strengthen the competitiveness of Toulouse research by encouraging innovative, federative and interdisciplinary programs, associating a limited number of teams (2 to 3 teams). The programs should lead to the improvement of screening, diagnosis or treatment of cancer. They should also include risk-taking hypotheses.

Prior to a full proposal, the investigators are invited to submit a Letter of Intent (see model enclosed) that will be examined by the steering committee.
The full proposals will be evaluated by the International Advisory Council of the Fondation RITC.

The criteria to assess grant applications relates to the following general areas:
· Originality  and innovation
· Clarity
· Feasibility of the hypotheses and appropriateness of the methodologies 
· Expertise of  each team
· Synergy  brought by the collaboration between the teams.
 
Two projects could be selected and could receive 250.000 € each. All budget items are eligible but the request for equipment should be limited to 30.000 €.
